LIBERTYVILLE HIGH SCHOOL TO HOST

SECOND ANNUAL FLAG VIGIL ON SEPT. 11

     Libertyville, Ill. -- The Libertyville High School Student Council, on behalf of the greater learning community, is planning to once again hold a 24-hour vigil to commemorate the events of Sept. 11, 2001.  At 12:00 a.m. on Sunday, Sept. 11, 2005, members of the Student Council Executive Board will be joined by new LHS Principal Brad Swanson in initiating a 24-hour vigil in honor of those Americans killed four years ago and in tribute to all of those who have and are currently serving to protect our country.  A floral wreath will be placed at the flag pole in front of the main entrance of the school, 708 W. Park Ave., Libertyville.  The current flag, which has flown for one year, will be lowered and eventually presented to retired principal Dr. Joe Wojtena.  The current class presidents will present a new flag to Student Council Executive President Tom Engstrom.  The new flag, which will fly for the coming year, was previously flown over the U.S. Capitol building, and was arranged for by Congressman Mark Kirk.  For the next 24 hours, honor guards in groups of four will stand in silence by the flag and wreath in 30 minute increments.  The honor guards will be volunteer students, staff and community members.   The national anthem and gun salutes will be included as additional tributes through out the day.

     This commemoration follows a tree planting in 2002, a silent tribute in 2003, and the school’s first flag vigil in 2004.  It is the community's way of recognizing those who have sacrificed so much for us.
